Preschool Behavior Plan


Our main focus of this preschool behavior plan is to focus on positive behaviors. Throughout the day, positive praise and encouragement are given to students to promote and reinforce positive behaviors. We want students to feel good about themselves. Preschool is the foundation of a child’s educational experience- we want it to be a positive one! We have several basic rules, as well as a ticket system to help children be successful in the classroom.

Classroom Rules

1. Use kind words.

2. Listen and follow directions.

3. Be kind to others.

4. Keep hands and feet to yourself.

5. Take care of our classroom.

6. HAVE FUN!

In the classroom each student begins the week with four tickets. Warnings will be given to students when a rule is forgotten. If the behavior continues after a warning, a ticket may be taken. If necessary, children may also be removed from a setting and placed in the “thinking area” to remind them of the rules. At the end of the week, all students who still have three or four tickets may pick a treasure reward from the classroom “treasure box.” If a behavior problem persists, parents will be contacted and/or a conference will be set up to think of ideas to help the student. Our main goal is for all students to have a happy and successful school year!
